ATTENTION BARNEGAT TOWNSHIP RESIDENTS:
IMPORTANT RECYCLING COLLECTION INFORMATION

Effective Monday, June 21, 2010, all recycling material can be combined and placed into one container for collection.  All bottles and cans, along with all cardboard and paper, can be placed into the same container and placed out at the curb for collection.  Ocean County has switched to this new “Single Stream” recycling collection method in order to make recycling for residents even easier.  There is no longer a need to separate your recycling into separate bottles/cans and paper containers.  Any recycling stickers residents already have will still be acceptable and appropriate for single-stream recycling collection.  Containers are limited to 32-gallons in size.

Do not be alarmed when Township Recycling collection crews place all recycling material together.  Also, please do not include the following items in recycling container:  carbon paper, pizza, cereal and gift boxes, wrapping paper, plastic and foil food wrap, paper towels, soiled or painted paper.  No string or plastic bags of any kind.  Place these items in the trash.
